Council Meeting Minutes 
Tuesday, November 15, 2022 

 
The meeting was called to order by President, Dwight Ebel. 
Pastor Kevin opened with prayer. 
 
Present were Dwight Ebel, Roger Bearce, Rick Tofte, Kim Oyloe, Bev 
Quale, Dianne Cummings and Pastor Beard. Matt Haugen was absent. 
 
Roger made a motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting as 
written. Rick seconded and motion carried. 
 
Pastor's Report:  Pastor is making visits to the elderly and visiting others 
as time allows. 
He reported that Pastor Huskamp is thinking of a men's mission trip at 
some time in the coming months that would include a side trip to see the 
ark replica in Williamstown, Kentucky.  This is about a three hour drive 
from the mission site. 
With the church basement leased out, the Pastor is short on storage room 
for things such as our church banners etc.  The council will look into ways 
we could possibly address this. 
Things with the church in general seem to continue to go okay. 
 
Treasurer's Report: Rick went over the financial report as of Oct. 31st. 
Finances continue to look good. 
The roof has been replaced and paid for. 
We are still waiting on some door frames to finish the kitchen so the 
kitchen remodel has not yet been billed. 
Kim motioned to accept the report, Bev seconded, and motion carried. 
 
Old Business:  Pastor and Renae Ginther will begin training for Stephen 
Ministry leadership in January.  Then, at a later date, they will be training 
applicants for the ministry. 
The Operation Christmas Child shoebox drop off is going well. 
The Council voted to remember our organists with gift cards this year.  
Our regular organist will receive a $250. remembrance, and our fill-in 
organist will receive $100. 
It was decided we would have the church window cleaning put on the 
cleaners schedule annually. He did a very nice job.  Thank you, Bev, for 
setting this up. 
The Teton volleyball team did our Fall cleaning. We appreciate having 
that done. Kim suggested it would be a good idea to have more 
supervisors next year in order to better delegate the different areas. Kim 
did the overseeing this year. Thank you Kim!! 

The Pastor reported there have been complaints about children going 
downstairs in the daycare area, as well as outside in the fenced portion of 
the yard, and using the daycare toys during our church functions.  The 
daycare area is leased out and we ask for the parents' help in keeping an 
eye on things. 
The council will be reimbursing Pastor Kevin for his part of the gas 
expense incurred in traveling to the Minnesota convention in October. 
 
New Business: Discussion continued on the church attendance folders 
currently in use. Rick will look in the files for samples of the cards we 
formerly used for communion/visitors, etc. to see if we can once again use 
these cards and eliminate the black folders in the pews. 
It was decided to add window and church cleaning allowances to our 2023 
budget. 
Year-end reports will be due by January 15th. Please submit reports to 
Pastor Kevin so booklets may be put together for the congregation to view 
before our annual meeting. 
Our annual meeting will be held following church service on Sunday, 
January 29th, 2023. This will be followed by a potluck dinner. 
Our Light of Christ Christmas Eve service this year will be at 5:30 P.M. 
This is Saturday night.  We will have regular church service on Sunday the 
25th at 11 A.M. 
It was brought up that any changes in our service groups or monthly 
rotations for 2023 should be completed and posted no later than the 
middle of December. 
There are two seats on the church council that will open again at the end 
of 2022. Kim, Bev, and Pastor Kevin were selected as our nominating 
committee. Positions open will be for congregational Vice President and 
Council Secretary. If anyone is interested, please see one of the 
nominating committee members. Positions will be voted on at our annual 
meeting on January 29th. 
Someone had inquired if the church would be interested in parting with 
extra pews in the fellowship hall. A vote was taken by the council and the 
unanimous vote was to keep them. The council has been meeting every 
other month for 2022 and filling in as needed with email. It was decided 
that we should hold a meeting again in December to address any year-
end issues. 
 
The meeting was adjourned. 
In closing we joined together in the Lordôs Prayer.
